RULE CHANGE 
Chapter 9 section 6.2 CONDITIONS 

There shall be no more than one division unless there are more than nine 
declarations at a track that can score eight abreast; eight declarations at a 
track that can score seven abreast; or, seven declarations at a track that can 
score six abreast. No division shall be made where one division has more 
than one starter more than the remaining divisions.
